Dress Code Violations/Consequences

Students will be checked upon entering the building and throughout the instructional day for dress code. Students not in compliance
with the uniform policy are subject to the following consequences:

First Offense Minor Infraction Documentation; parent contact; parent pick up/bring clothing; TOR
Second Offense Minor Infraction Documentation; parent contact; parent pick up/bring clothing; TOR
Third Offense Minor Infraction Documentation; parent contact; TOR; Parent Conference Suspension
Fourth Offense Major Referral; parent contact; TOR; appropriate disciplinary action

After a student has been suspended for a dress code violation, each three subsequent violations will result in a two- day suspension.

*Unacceptable jackets will be taken and return at the end of the day.






LUNGH PROGEDURES

Lunch Procedures

Free meals are available for all students through the National Federal Lunch Program. During your designated
lunch period, please adhere to the following:

 Students will be escorted to lunch quietly in a single file line by their teacher.
 Students are to stand quietly in the commons area as they wait to be admitted into the cafeteria.

 Students that choose not to eat will remain in the commons and be escorted to the gym or court for break. (All
6t graders must go through the lunch line)

 Students enter the cafeteria using their inside voices. Students must wash their hands before picking up a tray.

 Students will sit at designated tables practicing social distancing protocols. Students will sit in every third seat
using one side of the table.

Once students are dismissed from the cafeteria:

* Move to the gym area or outside to the basketball court.

 Students must use the restroom before they enter the gym or go out to the court.

 Students will not be able to enter the building once they are on the court.

« While on the court a whistle will be blown for students to line up and return to their

« Students will enter the building quietly as they return to class. (8t grade will report to 4t block.



TARDY POLIGY

Class Tardies

Students are expected to report to classes promptly. Students having problems with tardies will be reported to the
administration and the following policy will be implemented.

Consequences for Excessive Tardies

1-2 Tardies JCampus Documentation; warning

3-4 Tardies JCampus Documentation; 1-day lunch detention

5-6 Tardies JCampus Documentation; parent contact; after school detention

7-8 Tardies JCampus Documentation; office referral; parent contact; appropriate disciplinary action

Random tardy lockouts will be conducted throughout the school year. Students found to be in extreme violation of the
tardy policy will be subject to appropriate disciplinary action.




DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

When the dismissal bell rings, all students will exit their designated area and transition

accordingly:

— Bus riders will report to the bus loading area.
— Car riders and walkers will report to the cafeteria(students will be dismissed prior to the dismissal bell)

— All students involved in after-school activities will report to the designated meeting area. Failure to
do so may result in disciplinary action.

Car riders must be picked up in the driveway located at the front of the school. No cars allowed
to enter the bus loading area. Students must be off campus by 2:45 p.m. unless they are
with a supervised club or activity.
